We expect a savings in utilities of approximatebydRO0, due to the solar panels and more efficie
air conditioning system.

Our financial commitment with Grace Lutheran Chui@hPastor Happ’s compensation will be
reduced from 30% to 15%.

The Preschool budget will not be available untiy&nd it is projected to be a balanced budget.

The proposed budget includes a 2 %2% salary increase

The current year's budget through April™36f 2010 is running at a deficit of $24,176.

Rooms 14, 15 & 16 which had been scraped & painted in the last 3 months had to be scraped again because
of heavy moisture bleeding through causing the new paint to bubble and peel.

Video surveillance system has been purchased, wires installed and we hope to have it in operation by the
end of the month.

sprucing up the grounds while the group cleaned and waxed the pews, vacuumed the rugs, cleaned walls,
windows and painted the inside rear entrance door. In addition, while this was going on in the Chapel, two
gals were busy cleaning the down stairs kitchen from stem to stern. The board Thanks All who pitched in!

Fertilizer was spread by our group and the lawn is now being maintained once a week by the lawn service.

The Graffiti has been removed from the painted section of the south wall. The brick wall will be cleaned in
the near future. We have been in contact with the Police Department and in the process of resolving future
vandalism.

Outside shed emptied, cleaned and rearranged for warm weather chores.

Tom Cashman has been hired to take the place of Ken Wynn, as part time custodian. Ken has moved to
New Jersey to be closer to his children. The Wynn’s have been members of Trinity for almost fifty years.
The board thanks Ken for all the help he has been to us as a member of the board. We will keep Him in our
prayers. Thanks again Ken!
