The Christian is also compelled.  The word itself i mplies a drive toward action.  The Christian  
does not act for his or her own ends.  He, or she i s not driven by a desperate need to be a su-
per achiever, or first in everything that is undert aken.  This is not to say that we are to use the 
gifts with which God has richly blessed each of us,   but the word suggests an act of being 
moved by a powerful source.  
 
The Christian is compelled to share the Gospel.  St . Paul writes,  “Yet when I preach the Gos-
pel, I cannot boast, for I am compelled to preach.  Woe to me if I do not preach the Gos-
pel.”  (1 Corinthians 9:16)  The Holy Spirit sparks  an inner motivation and drive that makes 
this action the primary reason for existence.  Even  though God gifts us with many blessings 
which we are to use to His honor,  each faithful me mber of His Kingdom will speak His Word 
and will  to people in the church and community.  S t. Paul tells us that there is no discussion.  
The Christian is compelled to spread the love of th e risen Christ.   
 
Who can help but shout the joyful news that the wei ght of our sins has been lifted by Jesus 
Himself.  His keeping of the Law and His death in o ur stead wins us new life.  As we again 
celebrated a few short weeks ago, Jesus lives which  means that an eternal security and tem-
poral peace is for the Christian.

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Finance Committee Report 

 
 It is always a difficult subject to write about after having such a wonderful Easter week 
and the fulfillment of eternal life for all those who believe in Our Lord Jesus Christ.  However, 
we all need to address worldly things such as budgets.  The Finance Committee has put to-
gether a new budget for the next fiscal year but this one is a little different in that it shows we 
will have a deficit in the coming year. In the years past we have put together a wish list of fi-
nances that we hoped we would receive but in reality it never occurred. 
 
 As of this writing we are experiencing about a $26,687.07 deficit which means that we 
are expending more than we are receiving  in donations.  We would like to provide an exam-
ple for the last month’s expenses 
 
Expenses for the month of March  Donation from envelopes 
$44,382.08               $28,355.00 
 
The deficit for the month was $16,027.12 and for the year through March is $26,687.07 
 
 Anyone can see that we are not doing well financially.  We at Trinity receive so much 
from Our Lord but it does not seem to mean much to some members.  At our Council meeting 
at the beginning of the month an individual asked when are we going to get real about our 
budget?  I think two things were at work here.  If we cannot afford something then we should 
not include it in the budget and we might have to make some cut backs in what we offer at 
Trinity.  Also each of us needs to be consistent in our giving.  If you are in church this Sunday 
and you give your donation to God it is expected that you will give the same amount next 
week.  If you miss next week, the following week you should place two envelopes in the bas-
ket or twice the amount you were giving each week. 
 
 It becomes impossible to put together a budget when you are not sure what each week 
will bring in the offering envelopes.  If you would like to give $10 to the Food Pantry this does 
not mean you reduce your giving by $10 or that you skip your regular giving. 
 
 In the Bible the word money is mentioned often and God has asked us to tithe what we 
give.  These are personal things and ones in which you must pray for God to help you pro-
vide part of your treasures to Our Lord.  Please continue to pray that we as a church can go 
forward and offer all the good things that are provided through our Lord.
